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Step 1 — Remove the Galaxy Note Edge Battery

e Remove the back cover and the battery.

Step 2 — Remove the Galaxy Note Edge Rear Housing

o Remove the Memory card, the SIM card and the S Pen.
o Remove the screws by using Screwdriver Phillips #00

e With a plastic opening tool emove the Back Frame.
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Step 3 — Remove the Galaxy Note Edge Motherboard 1

e Disconnect one by one:
e Coaxial antenna cable (x2)

Home Button flex cable
o Display Flex cable
e Stylus Sensor flex cable

e Front Camera flex cable

Step 4 — Remove the Galaxy Note Edge Motherboard 2

e Pry up the connector on the back of the board to release the bottom part of motherboard.

e Gently remove the logic board.
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Step 5 — Test the new spare part

e Transfer the Power button / Loud speaker flex cable.
o Install the mother board.
